unfortunately common in many parts of Southern Sudan.  

Malaria, child mortality, and childbirth complications are existent in many parts 
of Africa, including Southern Sudan. Psychological and behavioral connections 
with development leads to significant reduction of disease burden. 

 

When professionals share knowledge with nurses who lack formal training 
and other lay volunteers, a common goal can be reached for the benefit of the 
community as it relates to medical and psychological intervention.    

In spite of remedies, Sudan is still high in guinea worm infections. Beyond the 

biomedical causation, eradication entails a behavioral approach.  
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Hands on practice: a volunteer nurse training the trainers. The local 

trainers will be commissioned, equipped, and with supervision sent to train 

others in more remote areas of the community. 

 

East of Kapeota County is neglected by many NGOs mostly due to lack of 

access roads, but the thousands of vulnerable people here cannot be 

abandoned. Bush-planes are the best means to fly in volunteers and supplies.
